In the making of this work I explored the relationships between material and form, between ambiguity and specificity, between novelty and familiarity. I eventually found balance in the stacked layers of soft lines that permeate every piece in this series. These layered lines are at the center of this work, they kept things whole.

These objects are made up of repeated multiples of themselves. They are formed by the repeated actions of cutting, sewing, and layering. Repetition has long been present in my work and my creative process but in this series I am using the inherent yielding quality of textiles to make work that has a physical presence: cut, unbound spools of thread, coiled rolls of felt, and stacked strips of muslin. By emphasizing the soft layers that make up these objects I can reveal how they were made. When these spools are cut open they are transformed into ambiguous, absurd, bodily objects. The coils of felt function like cross-sections of an imagined whole. The stacks of muslin hang in thin, page-like layers that create a densely textured surface against the wall. In their present states these objects are evidence of simple interventions, utilitarian processes turned upside down.
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
